Typically, the
entire amount given as a memorial gift is spent
based on the wishes of the honoree's family. In
the case of donations to an endowment, only the
earnings on these gifts are spent and the
principal is retained.

ECHO

Sadly, Springfield Gardens Apartments, ECHO's
nearby neighbor, experienced a large fire in
November that burned the homes and belongings
of 54 adults and 21 children. Fairfax County
Coordinated Services, and the Red Cross,
offered an immediate, comprehensive response
to this terrible event. ECHO extended its hours
and brought in extra volunteers to help replace
clothing and personal items for fire victims, and
supplied household goods and food to people as
they were able to find alternate places to live.
It was gratifying to the ECHO volunteers to
have adequate supplies on hand to enable us to
bring a measure of comfort to the victims who
had lost so much. ECHO expects to continue our
response to this event.

November's "Scouting for Food Drive" yielded a
whopping- and welcome- 25,635 pounds of food
for ECHO's pantry. In addition, the Franconia
Police Station collected another 3,000 pounds.
Congratulations and thanks go to the scouts,
scout leaders, police officers, and hundreds of
donors for helping ECHO combat hunger in our
community.

A big “thank you" also goes to everyone who
participated in the holiday food basket and
Christmas gift programs. Two hundred eighty
nine families received food for festive
Thanksgiving meals, and ECHO is still tallying the
number of families who received Christmas
baskets and gifts. Generosity brings joy to the
giver and to the receiver. ECHO is a very joyful
place.
